Business Arising from previous minutes.

1. The walk thru’s require more people for the last two.  There will be an honour guard for the dignitary from the city of Perth on the 18th.  Channel 10 camera crew will be present at the walk thru and at the fair.

2. Kerryn has done the proof for the signs and organised the printing of such.  They are to be placed up at the Supreme Court Gardens a week prior to the fair.

3. Schedule and fair map have been finalised except for in the event of more expression of interest from vendors.  These have been sent to all the relevent parties.

New Business

1. Archery – Chris Bennett from The Molinjor Longbow Company has offered to do demonstration shooting a the fair.  He proposes to shoot a 30 pound longbow with a large guage arrow over 10metres into a dense cardboard and rubber target.  The target would be backed by haybales and behind the haybales would hang a curtain of either canvass or three layers of shade cloth.  He also would provide a marshal to add to the safety.  He would be shooting inside the eric which is 14m by 14m.  

        Steve Osborne was aked to provide information from The City of Perth, Event Police, WAMA’s   insurance company and Archery Australia as to the regulations, guidelines and safety standards required.

The City of Perth and the Event Police were happy to be informed of the likelihood of an archer being present but had no objection to the demonstration.  Molinjor Longbows has their own public liability insurance that would cover their actions at the fair.  Archery Australia verbally stated that there were no guidelines regarding demonstration shooting but that the safety precautions taken seemed adequate and suggested the cheaper alternative of shade cloth instead of canvass.

C Brede moved to have the archer demonstrate at the fair under the conditions mentioned.  Seconded by R Tannock.  Passed in favour of the notion, eight votes in favour, three against.

S Jone’s objections to the outcome of the vote and the presence of the demonstration is duly noted by the committee. S jones removes himself from the meeting.

R Tannock wishes to rescind her vote in light of the ramifications for WAMA.  The vote was recast.  The notion of the demonstration archery failed six voted to five.

2. Entertainment subcommittee – Total Kids Entertainment is unfortunately unable to provide the Punch and Judy show.  As an alternative they have offered a magician, but the cost for very little gain for TKEC was not worth doing so.

C Wilson is still trying to negotiate to have gladiators at the fair.  The Camel rides have been confirmed.

3. Vendors subcommittee – still outstanding is paperwork or monies from Not Just a Hobbie, Macbeads, New Pharoahs, Satay food van and the icecream vendor.

4. Raffle – Most of the prizes have been collected.  It was decided to buy 500 tickets of each colour.

5. Next meeting: 28/03/06 7.30 at Robyn and Donald’s place.
