Business Arising

1. The first walk thru in the city will start from the Moon and Sixpence at 1pm.  Muster time has been revised to 12.30 pm for all the walk thru’s. 2. Eventcorp has expressed an interest in providing support for the medieval fair 2007 but not for this year.

3. Fencing will be provided by the City of Perth.  It is a crowd barrier made up of essentially post and rail.  Bunting will be added to the fencing.  C. Brede will organise the bunting.  Cof P will provide 800m of the barrier fencing.

4. A delegate from the C of P will be at the Fair.  The Lord Mayor is unavailable on that day.  The Lord mayor or appointed delegate will be at the invitational ceremony on the 18th of March.

5. Conditions of entry – quote still being obtained by D. Tannock.  A comparison quote will be obtained by K Ward.

6. P.A. system has been booked by S. Osborne – has 8 speakers and a cd player at the cost of $280.00.  The P.A system will be used for low background music when it does not interfere with any other entertainment and for emergency announcements.

7. The raffle tickets will be sold for $2.00 per ticket.  Eac different colour ticket will denote a different prize.

8. Supreme Court parking is available on the day.  25 bays will be provided. Registration numbers need to be supplied to the Supreme Court one week prior.

General Business

1. Flyers will cost $429.00 for 4000 A5 size flyers.  K Ward has ordered the printing.

2. Kerryn Ward has quotes for advertising banners.  Invoice comes with a 30 day account.

3. Channel 10 cameraman will be filming on the 4th and will be at the fair.

7. Vendors subcommittee report – We have 2 more vendors plus a henna painting stall.  U-neek body art has confirmed.  

8. Combat subcommittee – Most of the arrangements for marshals have been organised.  Awaiting the schedule of the main eric to determine roster for the marshals.
