WAMA committee meeting minutes 10th August 2005 

Meeting opened 7.40 pm

Treasurers report: accepted by Steve Osborne, seconded by Carley Wilson.

Business arising from previous minutes.

1. Steve Osborne has been in contact with Ros Benson and will meet up with her at the Balingup Fair.

2. Steve Osborne has contacted GIO and Community Care Underwriting Agency for quoted regarding insurance.  Further information is required by both companies before the quotes could proceed.  It was decided that the group should proceed in getting the quotes for the following situations – cover for an event every two months with a maximum attendance of 150 people.

· cover for a single large event held annually and

· cover for the group as an entity and any activities that they may undertake.

3. Risk assessment:  It was decided that WAMA may be able to look at copies of the SCA’s Risk Assessment before proceeding with one for the group.

4. Carolyn Brede gained a very approximate quote for event safety.  An event where event safety is in attendance requires 1 first aid officer per 1000 people in attendance in any given hour.  This comes to approximately $80.00 per first aider per hour.

5. Bad Morris contacted Joondalup Shire regarding possible grounds for the future fair.  The Shire was very difficult to deal with and did not seem to be aware of the grounds in question.  Brad is now looking into Osborne Park Show Grounds as a possible venue.

6. The owner of Kingsley Tavern cannot provide fundraising in the way of a percentage per drink consumed by the group but is willing to sponsor the group.  

7. The blatfest flyer has been produced and requires only minor modification.

New Business

1. The combat subcommittee has produced a set of guidelines for combat (see attachment) to be trialed at the next Blatfest in September.

2. It was decided that WAMA should have a short form of the codes of conduct for the group for members and potential members to read.  Carolyn Brede will write up the draft copy.

3. It was decided that group registration would not provide a vote or provide the registered groups members with associate membership to WAMA.  What group registration would provide would be  promotion of the registered group by WAMA and information on events run by WAMA or any other registered group.  The registered group can be any interest party willing to uphold the objectives of WAMA.

4. It was decided to remove the age limit on full membership to WAMA.  Any age group can now join WAMA.  This does not automatically allow that person to partake in all the activities that WAMA organises.

5. It was decided that for future events, where tickets were required to be purchased that if a WAMA member was purchasing the tickets he or she would do so at membership rates regardless of whom the tickets were purchased for.

6. It was decided that at a later date (yet to be decided) that day membership to events would be allowed.  This would allow a person to attend a WAMA event for that day and partake in the activities at that event(at the committee’s and marshals discretion) but not have to become a WAMA member.

7. Carley Wilson has a prototype membership card.  It was decided that these cards would be available to members for $1.00 on top of their membership fee.  As of WAMA 1st year anniversary the cards will be included in the membership fee.

8. It was proposed that Carolyn Brede be given authorisation to apply for Incorporation on WAMA’s behalf.  Acceppted by Steve Osborne, seconded by Brad Morris.
