Business Arising from the previous minutes

1. Website:  There was discussion on the need to fast track the completion of the website.  C Brede will discuss the matter will C. Wilson.

2. Blanket Traders:  S. Osborne discussed the issue of public liability insurance in regards to blanket traders and hobbyists with the insurance broker.  Blanket traders are not covered by WAMA’s public liability insurance but may be covered by the public liability clause in their personal household insurance.

3. Insurance:  There is the possibility that not for profit groups affilliated with WAMA may be covered by our public liabilty at shows or displays.  C. Brede will write a draft of the guidelines that the groups will need to adhere to before the insurance will apply.

4. Funding from the City of Perth:  S Osborne received a phone call fron Councillor Max kay giving tacit approval for the application for funding.  Funding proposal now has to go to council for a final decision.

New Busisness

1.  Sponsorship:  S Jones and S Osborne has been pursuing sponsorship from various businesses.  See appendix 1 for outline of process and a list of businesses contacted.

2. Fencing:  S Osborne will discuss alternative fencing proposal with the CofP.  If the CofP is in agreement then WAMA will proceed with the option of starpicket/netting/bunting.

3. Wamfest:  The wamfest was deemed relatively succesful in regards to increased membership and increased business affilliation.  The markets were also deemed successful with several traders selling goods.  There were issues with event safety processes.  A special meeting has been set up for the 25th of January between the position holders on the WAMA committee and the combat subcommittee to discuss improving event safety processes.

4. Banners:  K Ward has received a quote Of $50.00 per vinyl banner.  K Ward and D Bailey will design advertising banners.  WAMA will require 3 for advertising at the Supreme Court Gardens.

5. 1st Aid:  It was noted that there was no 1st aid kit at the wamfest and no designated 1st Aider.  C. Brede will purchase a 1st aid kit for WAMA.  Members will be asked if they have a current 1st aid certificate and if they will be willing to be designated as 1st aiders.

6. Vendor subcommittee report:  Three more vendors have returned application forms.  Yet to receive application forms from The Lamb van, Shamrocks and Chicken Treat.

7. Entertainment subcommittee report:  Asrah and Mystique bellydancers are confirmed for the faire.  Awaiting decision from SCA, Grey Company and Freefrom swordfighting as to attendance at the faire.  Invitations sent to the black powder group and Richard the III society.  The blacksmith guild of WA is confirmed – requires a pavillion in the shade, sand for under the forges.

8. Flyers:  K Ward had designed flyers for the fair.  Awaiting decision from CofP on funding and permission to use CofP logo before final draft can be finished.  K ward will get quoted for printing both an A4 size and smaller flyer.

9. Molinjor Longbows:  Molinjor longbows has offered WAMA 10 longbows to sell with proceeds going to WAMA.  Molinjor has also donated a custom made bow as a raffle prize.  Molinjor wishes to put on a display of archery if possible to do so safely.

10. Site plans:  S Jones has produced site plans for the committee.  At 5mx5m the site can cope with approximately 60 vendors.

11. Raffle:  A faire raffle will be run on the day.  Tickets sold out of vendors stall/admin tent.
